He went so far as to
tell us that perfection is continual progress and the
perfect person is the one who is continually
making progress. He based this teaching on the
fact that God is transcendent and has no limit.

Stasis, at least from our perspective as created
beings, does not exist. Stasis is an illusion.
Everything is changing: new mountains are being
formed by tectonic forces and erupting lava, while
other mountains grow old and their once broad,
rugged shoulders become rounded. We are
waking to the fact that our overuse and misuse of
Godds creation threatens
as it undergoes negative change.

The spiritual question we face is not whether we
will change or not, but how are we changing. Are
we changing by growing deeper and maturing

into the person God created us to become? Are

we changing from glory t

All Saints Day School experienced a turbulent time
some years back. Through an intentional process
of renewing the school 8s
its core values (a process managed by excellent
leadership), the school emerged stronger and
more effective. In recent years, the parish has
experienced a decline. One parish member
unconsciously reflected the fear caused by this
decline when he stated to me that if we do not
follow a sound financial strategy, the parish might
not even be here in ten years. His statement is not
literally true, but certainly reflects the fear that
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results from watching a parish you love become
brittle and tired.

By the grace of God we have a new beginning,
and we are already experiencing signs of good
change. The parish is following the school out of a
season of anxiety into restored hope and vitality.
One of the keys to the health of the parish is to take
Gregoryads teaching

change is deadly, while other change brings new

life.

Holy Week and Easter (and more specifically the
Triduum, which you will read more about in this
Patter) reminds us to take responsibility for our
own growth and maturity.

Given the seminal nature of this story, you can see
how participating in this drama renews the
purpose of our Christian lives.

The Triduum begins with Maundy Thursday,
extends through Good Friday, and concludes with
the Great Vigil of Easter. To tie the drama
together, the congregation begins with a
processional hymn on Maundy Thursday and
concludes at the Vigil with a hymn and procession.
In between, the congregation disperses and
reassembles in silence.

| urge you to participate in the Triduum: it is
saturated with meaning which draws us more
deeply i nto t he myster
Even though these liturgies can be renewing and
transforming to us as individuals, we do not attend
primarily for what we can get out of them. The
primary reason we offer these services is to glorify
Christ. Moreover, in addition to honoring God, we
enact this sacred drama for the sake of those who
will not attend. For, if we truly had eyes to see, we
would perceive how these liturgies transcend
those of us assembl ed,
out into the world.

Growing up in a non -liturgical tradition, | vividly

remember when the light of understanding came

on and | appreciated the power and meaning of
the Triduum. Those of you who have walked the
pilgrimsdé way from Maun
Vigil might remember such an instant of
recognition. Those of you who have not previously
partaken of such a rich banquet will be amazed
and richly fed.

OUTREACH COMMISSION
(February 2008)

Your Outreach Commission can always use your
help. With Easter and the Rummage Sale coming
up, we can especially use that now.

In December, we began Food Sundays, the second
Sunday of the month. By far the largest expense
we have as an Outreach Commission is for food.
We provided 120 Christmas food boxes to those in
need in the area and are preparing a similar set
for Easter.

If we are able to
collect donated food from parishioners, we will be
able to feed more people and have more funds to
donate to organizations that do some of the work
we so desperately need done in our community.
We have invited you to place canned goods in a
basket in the back of the sanctuary, behind the
pews. Every month, on Food Sunday, we take the
food donations up to the altar as part of our
offering. This program has been slow in taking
hold, but we are hoping that you just need some
reminding. Please consider bringing canned food
to church on Sunday and including your children
in this effort.

Hans Lehmann is asking for help in sorting food
for the Easter boxes at 1 PM on Monday, March 3.
Just show up in Seccombe Hall, if you can help.
The All Saints Cub Scouts will again help us pack
these boxes.

Rosemary Smith has completed the long year -
end report for the Food Bank and attended their
annual meeting. This is a prerequisite for us to
receive funds from FEMA, which we use to
purchase food we give out during the year. The
food supply room has been cleaned, but needs to
be painted and the blinds need cleaning. This is
planned now to be done during an upcoming
volunteer work day and we can also use your help
in this effort.

Hans Lehmann has agreed to run the Rummage
Sale again this year. He is asking for assistance in
accepting and sorting goods, starting on Monday,
March 3. This effort will continue through to
formal set-up the week of May 11. We will also
need workers for the sale itself. The sale will be
held from May 16 -18. Friday night will be

conducted as usual, with an entry charge and a
surcharge on all items sold. We will try a different
policy on Saturday. The regular sale will continue
until 2PM when customers will be asked to leave.
At 3PM they may return to buy items at half price.

This is
noted only to make parishioners aware of this
method of increasing their donations to the Red
Cross, should you already donate.

The Outreach Commission is planning a retreat
with Father Rick in March. We will be reviewing

our mission statement, our activities and our
stewardship to the parish and its parishioners.

Discussion items suggested for the agenda include
our mission statement, activities we support and
can earn income from, how to generate more
Outreach volunteers (possibly a Commission
Faire), and United Thank Offering (UTO) and
Episcopal Relief and Development Fund (ERD) as
part of the Church calendar.

Claudia Ward outlined a letter she received from
Remain Episcopal, based in Bakersfield. This
group is soliciting worship materials. Since many
of their churches have been taken over by the
dissidents in their diocese who have joined the
Southern Cone, small congregations are meeting
wherever they can and lack hymnals, prayer
books, liturgical vestments, vessels or linens. The
Commission agreed that we would support this
drive and Claudia volunteered to see what we
might have at All Saints that we could spare.

Finally, in order to better communicate our efforts,
we have established a new Outreach display

board and table at the back of the sanctuary. The

COMMISSION:
SUMMARY OF THE
EDUCATION QUESTIONNAIRE

Thank you to those who returned the yellow
education questionnaires. We had a modest
response, however, the trends were such that we
feel confident in our ability to describe a mandate
for adult education in our parish. However, there
were insufficient responses from the families with
children to draw firm conclusions regarding a
youth program. We intend to explore that area
further.

The survey indicated desire on the part of some
members for adult education opportunities on

Sunday morning. However, our worship schedule
makes it difficult to offer programs at this

time. Week day or evening classes for an hour to
an hour and a half of 4 to 6 weeks duration will
continue to be offered on a regular
basis. Saturday was not a popular choice for a
regular class.

Special events, such as the Advent Nicholas
program and quiet day will continue to be
planned, although these things were not
specifically addressed in the questionnaire.

Bible study, prayer and meditation, theology,
Christian mysticism, principles for daily living and
contemporary issues were the most popular areas
of interest. Some of the suggestions written in by
people could be subsumed into the above subject
areas.

The commission will continue to pursue the needs
for youth programs. A high school youth group
has been begun by the Rev. Holly Hudson -Louis
and the Rev. Daniel Green and several members
are going on a mission trip this summer with other
youth from the Diocese of El Camino Real.

INTERFAITH OUTREACH OF CARMEL
